STudents rrom
families with incomes above 185 percent of poverty pay the full price, as determined by the local school
district.

Last year the U.S. Department of Agriculture paid $40.5 million to Pennsylvania schools to help cover the cost
of breakfast. The Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) contributed an additional $7 million, including
a higher lunch reimbursement rate for districts that also offer breakfast.
